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We have had some severe weather in In This Issue

some parts of the state that has impact-

ed communities. Thank you to all who
have assisted with divisional and inter-
divisional requests and please keep
those communities in your thoughts.

The OSFM-MABAS 4 gas project has
utilized all 385 available monitors, and
the application period is closed. Moni-
tors went to departments/districts that
applied with budgets under $500,000.
The MABAS Operations Chiefs have a
small amount left to deliver. Please
make sure to calibrate the monitors as
needed. The FAQ on the MABAS web-
site has information about that. You
may also contact your closest MABAS
supported Hazmat team and calibrate
there.

Our next executive board meeting is in
Wheeling on June 10. Information
about time and remote sites will be
sent out in advance of the meeting.

Please stay safe and keep up the good
work of protecting your communities.

Early Spring
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First and foremost, on behalf of
MABAS staff, | would like to extend
our sincere condolences to the family
of Chicago Firefighter Michael Altman,
as well as to his brothers and sisters in
the Chicago Fire Department. As many
of you are aware, Firefighter Altman
was killed on March 17 while fighting
a fire on Chicago’s North Side. This
tragic loss serves as a solemn remind-
er of the risks first responders coura-
geously face each day.

As of this writing, the partial shut-
down of the Department of Homeland
Security continues, leaving MABAS
awaiting approvals, reimbursements,
and critical planning decisions associ-
ated with FEMA'’s Homeland Security
Grant Program.

Despite these challenges, MABAS re-
mains committed to advocating for

and securing adequate funding at
both the federal and state levels. Dur-
ing the March Congressional Fire and
Emergency Symposium in Washing-
ton, D.C., MABAS leadership and staff
teamed up with members of the Illi-
nois Fire Chiefs Association to meet
with Illinois Senators, Representa-
tives, and their respective staff.

These discussions focused on the vital
importance of federal grant funding in
sustaining lllinois fire and emergency
services.

At the state level, MABAS staff trav-
eled to Springfield on March 19 to
provide testimony before the House

Appropriations—Public Safety and In-
frastructure Committee regarding
House Bill 4144, sponsored by Repre-
sentative Mary Beth Canty. This legis-
lation seeks to establish sustainable
state funding for MABAS and ILEAS.
Our testimony was impactful and well
received. MABAS support was impres-
sive, with nearly 400 Witness Slips
submitted in favor and none in oppo-
sition. However, a critical question
remains—identifying a reliable fund-
ing source. While a definitive solution
has yet to be determined, the hearing
brought important attention to the
funding challenges facing the Illinois
fire service and underscored the need
for action from legislators on both
sides of the aisle.

Thank you to all who contacted their
local State Senators and Representa-
tives, as well as to those who sub-
mitted Witness Slips in support of this
effort. As we continue to advocate for
sustainable funding, your engagement
and support remain essential to our
success.

STEVE DEJONG

Administrative Section Chief

Steve Delong was hired by the Homewood Fire Department on Nov. 27, 2000. Delong, as a
firefighter/paramedic became a highly respected member of several specialized teams dur-
ing his tenure at the Homewood Fire Department. Those special teams included the de-
partment’s dive and rescue and hazardous materials teams.

In 2013, DeJong was promoted to lieutenant and later that same year to deputy chief,
where he played a key role in leading operations, mentoring personnel and advancing
training initiatives within the department.

Beyond Homewood, Delong served as an instructor for Prairie State College and the Uni-
versity of lllinois, helping to train the next generation of emergency responders. He was
also actively involved in the State of lllinois’ incident management team and served on
several large-scale responses, including the 2019 Southern lllinois floods, Hurricane lan and
the Southwest Border Mission in Chicago.

In addition to his fire service career, Delong served his country in the United States Army.
He enlisted in 1993 and was deployed to Afghanistan from 2004 to 2005, where he was
wounded in action and awarded a Purple Heart medal. He later served a second deploy-
ment to Iraq from 2007 to 2009 and retired with the rank of Command Sergeant Major in
2015.

Throughout his career, DeJong has demonstrated unwavering professionalism, leadership
and dedication to public service. His impact on the Homewood Fire Department and the
broader emergency response community will be felt for years to come.

MABAS-IL Change-of-Quarters Knox-Box® System

Fire departments anticipating being tied up for a length of time
on a multiple alarm fire or other large or complicated incident
often (and should) include Change-of Quarter (COQ) companies
on their MABAS Box Alarm Cards in order to have Mutual Aid
departments move into their station(s) to provide response
protection for other possible incidents in their village,
municipality or district. In “the old days” the hosting
department could simply leave their station unlocked so
incoming companies could walk right in. But these days, fire
stations are advised not to leave their stations open.

Coordinator, a member fire station purchases a small key safe for
mounting on the exterior of their station. Once the box is securely
mounted, they lock their station key/card/fob/entry code inside the
key safe.

Please call us any time
a family/individual has a home fire, We will dispatch the closest available Red Cross Disaster Action
Team to meet with them and assess their immediate needs. The following information will help us

expedile our assistance:
* Household information: address; household members (including adults, children, pets); names

* Current status: information regarding injuries or fatalities; extent of damage to the home; whether
or not they have a safe place to go

= Contact information: phone number for member of household; contact info for on-scene responder

Red Cross services are free and available to everyone who has experienced a disaster including a
home fire. As part of our humanitarian mission, we provide support regardless of race, religion or
citizenship status.

Wayne Luecht Memorial Award: This award is granted to an individual who has established a pattern
of excellence through a Fire Safety or Burn Prevention Program that has benefited the public outside
of their jurisdiction. A person has also excelled in his or her duties while leading the Fire Service to
recognize Public Education as an important tool. An individual who has been judged by their peers to
possess the qualities and superior work ethics that others strive to emulate.
